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OVERDRIVE:

Overdrive has launched a standing order plan beginning with Books on Tape and Listening Library.
Libraries only have a pick of publisher and not author, genres, etc.

There is concern regarding trusting the publisher to release the best authors, etc.  
The Committee decided to try with Books on Tape to see how we like it, but the libraries need to decide what proportion of the budget to put towards the standing order.

Hold limit and checkout time seems to be good – no feedback so far, and the “add-copies” orders haven’t been as high.
Community Reserve (Library2Library) – Participating libraries in OverDrive can upload their content, ebooks, video, audio, etc.  History of San Jose was already added.  Libraries like Boston Public have uploaded music from local bands, video interviews of authors, etc.  OverDrive requires us to buy at least one video before we can upload and share content through OverDrive’s Library2Library service. At least one library is interested in moving forward with trying this out..  Califa will find out more information about the video options and let the libraries know.
NETLIBRARY:
New titles were added and the announcement for the marc records was sent out.  We do have some more titles to add, i.e.  Nolo titles published in 2007.  We need a selector for the legal collection. (Yu Tao has agreed to take on this responsibility). San Francisco may help in the future after they get someone to replace Lea.

Christine Doxtad ordered more titles for the general business collection.  Some titles are no longer available to consortia.
2 libraries were interested in the Netlibrary shared audio collection.  

SAFARI:

Still experiencing turnaways.  We are meant to have 18 simultaneous users, but Safari still has us at 100.  Contra Costa had the problem with Safari before.   Most issues should be resolved by now, so if libraries are still getting the prompt for the user name, they should let Susan know.  

About 1500 titles in the collection.  We just added 238 marc records for new titles.  For the III libraries,  there is a problem with authenticating through  web access management.  No vendor-side authentication – that falls on the library. 

DOWNLOADABLE eCONTENT:
Bolinda – Phil Walshe, the Bolinda CEO is coming to San Mateo on November 19.   Libraries are invited to come at 2pm and should RSVP to Susan.  
The Blackstone rep at CLA said that their (content?) works on ipod.  Available through whom?  Some libraries are offering audiobooks through itunes or audible – it's not a remotely available service.  

BWI:
Still no turnaway stats, 14 copies of 21 titles.  For the budgeting we were going to add some renewal fees, but decided not to after realizing that there were no ongoing maintenance issues.
Some individual libraries received a bill – we don’t know whether the bill was from Califa or the system or BWI – they will let us know and we can sort it out.

TUMBLEBOOKS:

Do we want to offer the TumbleReadables?  We will put up the trial information on our blog.  Libraries didn’t seem enthusiastic and would rather just renew the TumbleBook Library product – Califa will be in touch with a course of action on this contract renewal.

APABI:

Tao reported that in the US only Queens Library has it and they seem  pretty happy  with the product.  Queens.  When we previously reviewed the titles in this collection, it was only for older titles.  There are still some glitches in the Apabi reader in English.  New immigrants from mainland China are happy with the content.  All copyrighted and 80% of publishing houses in China are using the Apabi reader.  Their reader is better than Adobe at reading the Chinese characters.

Apabi has 60,000 new titles each year.  

We will look at the content and pricing again. Tao will help out with the formation of a small review committee. 
24reader.com – books published in Hong Kong.
MYiLIBRARY:

Give this vendor another look? They own Coutts. Their hook is new and well-rounded reference content. We will offer a trial and can also schedule a Webinar. 

BUDGET PLANNING:

Splitting up the audio and ebooks/evideo.  The libraries understand and are supportive of that decision.
We've only spent about $5000 on the legal collection so far. Then we'd have money to buy new titles.  If anybody has other titles that they want to put out we have money to buy them.

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OVERDRIVE:

Standing Order Plan – there is some interest in trying the standing order plan, but we need to look at all of the lists available in order to decide.  HT will send link.
Holds Manager – we definitely want to take advantage of the Holds Manager to automate the process of adding copies.

Adding Bestsellers on a Monthly Basis – Steve Fritch will help Genesis to put together this order.

We still have about $20,000 to spend on an order for the fall/end of year.

MARC records – There were some problems with the last batch – HT will upload again and the libraries can test.

Adding Local Content – Downey and Fullerton are both interested in adding ebooks and/or video of local events – in order to add video, we need to have at least one video title in our collection – we will pursue this for the new year.  Several members are pursuing the MyLibraryDV product from Netlibrary, so they may not want to put money into the OverDrive video collection.

Quality/Support concerns – Several libraries are experiencing the last several minutes of an eAudio title cutting off at the end.  They will email the titles to HT who will follow up with OverDrive to find out why.
BOLINDA:

Visit from Phil Walshe to the San Mateo office on November 19.  Several libraries are interested in taking part in the beta test in the Spring, and HT will keep the libraries updated with the progress.

NETLIBRARY:  skipped as no libraries at the meeting participate in this collection.

BUSINESS COLLECTION:  skipped as no libraries at the meeting participate in this collection.

NETLIBRARY SHARED AUDIO:  

Ventura and Alhambra still on schedule to anchor, but all the libraries at the meeting have OverDrive, so would not be interested in participating.

SAFARI:  skipped as no libraries at the meeting participate in this collection.

BWI MISSIONS:   
Still no good statistics available.

We will be ordering two more copies of each title.

Redondo was interested in participating.  HT to send pricing information.

TUMBLEBOOKS:
Contract renewal.  Several libraries stated that they do get Tumblebooks, and they want to preserve the discount, so they will make their wishes known to Ron.  HT will follow up with more information on discounts and potential courses of action.

CHINESE eBOOKS:

There is little interest in pursuing these in the South due to the cost.

MyiLIBRARY:
There was interest in some of the publishers so the libraries will trial and let HT know if there is any desire to pursue an agreement.
