MyiLibrary 
Order report:  We just put in an add-copies order to get holds down, was about $15k.   Total spend this year - $67,600.
Budget options were reviewed (see handout – budget options).  A vote will be taken on Friday.  Indication from participants was that most are tending toward more funds for start up.

Comments:

· Brian/Megan/Lori/Julie/John:  supports large amount for downloadable audio, a growth indicator

· MyiLib not responsive to changes (loan period/browse):  suggest withholding funds til fixes are done.

· Sunnyvale needs to know if MyiLib can be used without SIP2 interface (HT to check at ALA

Marketing/training:

· Marketing materials from Newport Beach and Baltimore on Califa website

· PLS has created a YouTube video;  HT will post on Califa site & mention in her Friday email/vote summary.   This info is in the Internal Documents section of the Califa site.


NetLibrary: 
Legal Collection update:  Thanks to Kelly Browne of Sacramento Law Library, we have weeded 38 Nolo titles from the collection.  Only 58 titles (323 copies) remain. 

· Note:  Nolo expressed interest in providing titles directly to Califa.  We will investigate that potential.    Ebsco will soon give pricing for its Legal Reference Center.

· Roberto will ask NL for new set of MARC records for extant collection

· Vote to continue billing for legal collection; will review allocation at next meeting when EBSCO and direct Nolo collection can be discussed.

General Collection:

· Susan G.  of Al. Co and Chris Mendoza (Sunnyvale) have volunteered to help with coll. Dev. 

·  Marcia Pollack of Sunnyvale wants to know if anyone has gotten around the in-library registration problem.

· Brian uses E-Z proxy server to have patrons register once library authorization is done.

· Sara Harbison of Santa Cruz has a 856 field work-around she will share with HT HT to post.

· Yu suggests we emphasize need for URL authentication from vendor (at ALA) or use of library card for authentication.   In-library registration a great barrier to use of collection.  

· Comments suggest that collection use is dropping.   Need both collection development & better authentication to improve use statistics.

Safari - 

HT gave update on pricing and renewal – need to get everyone to confirm their participation so we can pay the bill.  The bill is $112,000, but Califa still have a bit of a surplus from the past few years, so we do not need to raise prices this year, and can still cover it.

Usage statistics and turnaway experiences:   Everyone seemed pleased with usage stats and low turnaways.   Megan described only 783 turnaways in 4 months, PLS noted only 899 of a total of 378,791 uses in 2009.     Reminder that the marc records will NOT come from Califa this year, but libraries can go in and download all the new MARC records from the Safari admin site, which they should have log in info for.  Let HT know if you need your login.
