Safari

Dan Paskett demonstrated the new log in for the Safari subaccounts and back office reports.  If any libraries do not have their login and password for the back office, please contact Heather asap.  Libraries may now run their own statistic reports, download marc records on their schedule.  It is really important to do it in January, because that is when the old titles from the previous year are taken out.  Heather will be checking with John Boggs to see how he was able to tag and delete these records, and if he will share any tips.
Dan then showed some of the newer products that ProQuest is working on including the Entrepreneurship database, which has resources for things like writing a business plan, doing payroll, and videos from small business owners and entrepreneurs.  For pricing, contact Heather.
The other two products he showed were Ancestry Library Edition, and the historical newspapers.  There are some differences between Ancestry Library Edition and Ancestry.com – the main differences are that patrons using the library edition may not participate in forums, though they may read messages.  Also, the .com edition has some titles that are also included in ProQuest’s HeritageQuest, so they are not included in the Library Edition, otherwise libraries would be paying for them twice if they also had HQ.
NetLibrary 
News on the Pimsleur collection – in order to purchase Pimsleur titles, libraries must have purchased at least one of the Recorded Books subscription programs.  So the group decided to hold off on putting together a shared collection of the Pimsleur titles since everyone needs to purchase the subscription to begin with.  Also, some Pimsleur titles are going to be available through MyiLibrary (Heather confirming) so we can hold off on that.

Notes on Recorded Books collections – if pricing is too high, let Heather know via email.  Those emails will be collected and shared with R.B. as backup of pricing being too high.  Also, there are webinars on April 14 and April 16 to learn about the collections and options.

NetLibrary Legal
NetLibrary lost its contract with Nolo, as Nolo is now with Ebsco exclusively.  Heather is working on getting pricing for Nolo from Ebsco.  It isn’t being announced until at least April 3, so there isn’t much information right now.  Heather spoke with someone at Nolo confirming the move, but doesn’t have information on what that will entail.  We just placed an order with Nolo titles, so have a bit of time to work this out.  Stay tuned for forthcoming information.

Action Item:  Heather working on getting pricing from Ebsco.

MyiLibrary – Ingram Digital


Several of the libraries participating have committed to MyiLibrary, and are working on getting their setup forms in.  Collection development – Megan at Berkeley sent around a list of titles to purchase to get the ball rolling.  

This led to some discussion of where things stand with OverDrive for the group – only PLS has a contract as part of the shared collection.  Contra Costa County is getting their own contract.  There is some money left in the account with Califa to purchase titles.  HT will research where that money came from, and if those libraries want to use it to order titles for the group.

Action Items:  HT to follow through with Baltimore County to try to get a sense of their timing, and if they can share a card for us to test.

HT to get updated available title list to send to the group.

Participating libraries to work on their setup forms.

Dan and Aimee demonstrated pretty much the same things as to the San Jose group, but spent more time explaining what was included in Safari, as none of the libraries present had a subscription to Safari already.

NetLibrary

A few of the libraries present have the legal collection, so are interested in hearing the options of migrating to Ebsco.  Heather is still investigating pricing and will get information to the group asap.
We spent a bit of time discussing the Recorded Books options – Santa Monica has it, and had questions about Pimsleur.  The pricing with Pimsleur is one-copy-one-user, so libraries need to get multiple copies, but they are still only subscribing to the titles at a 50% discount for three years (meaning that over three years they will pay 150% of the price of the title).  At the end of those three years, the library may opt to renew at a 75% discount for another three years.

MyiLibrary 
People are still curious about the timing, and some libraries that were present had questions about the setup form.  Heather is getting the new list and information out to people this week.  Libraries wishing to participate may contact Heather.
