MyiLibrary
Twelve libraries are participating in the shared collection.    Los Gatos (Henry Bankhead) has been the first library to launch, implementing its own collection (2009 budget:  $8,000).     The Califa libraries will launch their shared collections on Monday, July 6th.   
Discussion points:

· Heather will send out sample press release to listserv
· Henry will also share his marketing materials on the listserv
· Califa will host the MARC records & let everyone know when they are available to download.
· Mary suggested adding a note to the 538 field saying “IPOD compatible”   Roberto to check with John Boggs regarding how to identify MyiLibrary titles.
· The Califa collection will start with 594 titles (all but 12 are single copy).   

· Add copies will start the week after launch, once we see which title are “on hold’

· Libraries may start their own collections.. the integration is seamless with the Califa shared collection (note: participating libraries get 25% off purchases)

· Some libraries indicated interest in Spanish & Chinese language audio materials.

NetLibrary Legal
As reported in the last meeting, NetLibrary lost its contract for Nolo ebooks/content.  Ebsco will now have an exclusive arrangement with Nolo.  
Roberto had a discussion with the management of Nolo and expressed our concern with their new plan of service.      They were sympathetic, but offered no alternatives.

EBSCO has not provided pricing for their legal package/packages, but indicated to Heather that they would be priced similarly to their reference centers.  

Thanks to Christine Mendoza of Sunnyvale and Kathy Hunsicker of SFPL, the legal collectionhas been weeded.   Roberto will send out the weeded list with instructions on how to update the MARC records.

Suggestions:

· See if Califa can negotiate a group price on the Gale Legal Form db.

· Update/weed the Legal Collection monthly, or at least quarterly (September)

NL General/Business:
This collection has also been weeded & Roberto will send out instructions for updating the MARC records.
· Add new titles in the fall.

Califa Help Desk:    Using Altarama -  RefDesk technology, Califa has developed its interactive “help desk”.   See “Contact Us” on the Califa website.   We can now track questions, refer them to other staff/vendors; and simultaneously create a knowledge base.
Custom Guides:    This computer training has discounts based upon the number of seats being subscribed.  We are at discount for 50 seats.   The discounts will continue to escalate up to 100 seats.  Please contact Heather if you might be interested in this training program.
