MYILIBRARY
There are currently 17 libraries set up on the shared collection.  
Discussion points:

· Heather to find out when the new site design will take effect.  Most notably, libraries want the default lending period to be blank, forcing patrons to choose.
· There should be a better way to search for what is available.
· The “add to bookshelf” button should be clearer in terms of what it means.
· Titles on the home page need to be rotated
· Usage – most libraries are seeing good usage, especially considering many libraries have not loaded the records yet.  One library said their usage was on par with OverDrive.
· There is another training – HT to send details
· Marketing materials will be sent out and uploaded to Califa site
· Early check in – can be done if materials are still on the bookshelf – ie not downloaded yet.

· SIP2 – Sunnyvale had a problem with Innovative and learned they needed to purchase an additional SIP license – didn’t realize that would be needed.

· Sacramento – used the Baltimore model for helping patrons choose whether to use Myilibrary or OverDrive.

· Newport Beach created a chart – HT will add link when it is up.

· Collection development – do not worry about duplication between OverDrive and MyiLibrary.

· About half the northern group that has OverDrive also has MyiLibrary.

· Customer Service – Ingram has a 24 hour 800 number that patrons can call, or librarians.  HT will ask for monthly service report.

· Order Update – 472 new titles will be added – 400 fiction incl. 130 j/ya (focus on teen).  70 nonfiction.

· Request for more juvenile books – note that libraries may fill these locally.

· HT needs to check report on overall collection use.

NETLIBRARY LEGAL
As reported in the last meeting, NetLibrary lost its contract for Nolo ebooks/content.  Ebsco will now have an exclusive arrangement with Nolo.  
Need individual amounts of contributions by library.. let people decide what to do with the leftover money.

December:  weed the collection.. decide in January whether to keep it or not
