NAME CHANGE
We have expanded the charge of the eBook Committee to review all of the digital products and services of Califa and hence are changing the name of the Committee from the Califa eBook Steering Committee to the Digital Resources Steering Committee.

SAFARI
Individual library statistics were to be available in October (this month), the rep is checking on status with the product manager. Members will be able to run their own reports, see their turn aways, etc. 

The subscription for 18 SUs was increased to 37 SUs in August; budgeting for next year is based upon an upgrade to 40 SUs. Safari was able to resolve a problem eliminating scripts; this should help with decreasing turn away users. Latest stat indicated “only” 376 turn aways per month, not sure what percentage was from script or actual users.
· San Jose: Uses Safari for professional level materials; purchases print for consumer-level materials.
· Peninsula Library System: Reports that Safari is their most cost effective eBook collection.
NETLIBRARY:  Legal
Major weeding has been completed; Jason Agnew of the Solano Law Library is a new selector/weeder of the legal collection; and we have purchased more legal titles.
NETLIBRARY:  Business/General
Christine Doxtad has been doing collection development and recently spent over $35K. The committee may want to consider a move to Books 24x7 for business titles as fewer eBooks are available on NL for consortium use, for example, we can no longer get Wiley publications for the shared NL collection.

eBOOK BUDGET
The proposed eBook budget for calendar 2009 (which covers two July-June fiscal years) was distributed and discussed.  The major change was an increase in dues to cover the increase of simultaneous users for Safari.  Members should review the impact of this budget and contact Susan K-H with any concerns.  Califa should market/recruit new participants in all collections over the next few months.

RECORDED BOOKS
In January 2009, 500 core titles will become Digital Rights Management free and iPod compatible. Members requested seeing the list of titles, there are currently 250 classic and 250 popular titles (Carl Hiaasen, Cormac McCarthy, etc.). Brilliance titles (not iPod compatible) Contact Susan K-H if you are interested and she will email the list to you.
Multi-access titles will be available. (This means always available and no holds necessary. Multiple patrons can download the same title at the same time.) 


There will be a price increase on January 1. Recorded Books will add more titles that will cost more $$.

Craig Mears, Recorded Books representative, says that the new OCLC-developed, media player, “One Click,” will be released in November. (Craig will be at the San Francisco Public Library to demo “One Click” on Thursday, November 13 from 1-2.) “One Click” can be downloaded on library computers. Player is not compatible with the Mac. New authentication will be available in December.

BOOKS 24x7  
Califa will conduct another trial. Califa had 3 reviewers after the last trial that gave the service 3.5 out of 5. One committee member said that out of the 7,000 titles in the IT Pro collection, only 1860 were 2006 editions or later. Safari has current titles from publishers such as Peachpit and O’Reilly. Found the titles in Books 24x7 to be less for the lay person and more for the intermediate and advanced. Did a comparison search for “iMovie” and found 1 title in 24x7 and 6 titles in Safari. He felt that Safari was better for his library’s population.

Safari integrates with EZ proxy and Serials Solutions for authentication. Phoenix Public Library and King County Library use the service and it’s in 350 libraries worldwide.

Collections:
IT Pro: A collection of tech books; the key publisher is Wrox whose audience is intermediate and advanced level programmers. Wrox is part of John Wiley and is an alternative to O’Reilly. Books 24x7 plans to add 180 titles per year; they are in HTML format. 

BusinessPro: This collection may be stronger for us than NetLibrary’s business collection and there is potential to reallocate those funds for Books 24x7. 
Well-Being Essentials: This collection focuses on health concerns: eBooks on mental health, parenting, stress management, relationships, and career issues.
MYiLIBRARY

Downloadable eAudio from Ingram Digital that is an alternative to Overdrive/Recorded Books and is scheduled to launch in January at ALA Midwinter. Vendor will be giving a demo at the Califa booth on Sunday, November 16 during CLA.
