Safari

Safari are not allowing consortia to order with them any longer for shared collections.  There are no discounts available either and new libraries will need to go direct to ProQuest.  We will be able to keep the users that we have, and renew with them, but we will not be able to add more users, or add more libraries.  So we can renew at the small number of users that we have, but we can't add more.  The turnaways are still a problem, and customer service is working on it, but we've been unable to get any answers.  There is also a problem with the statistics – they are very general and you can't get information by title.

NetLibrary

Legal Collection has been disbanded and accounting staff at Califa are working to figure out the pro-rated refunds that each participating library is due.  I will have this information by our next meeting, if not sooner.  Libraries who want to have access to the legal collection material must now get it through EBSCO.

General Collection needs more material.  We have the money – we just need someone to help select.  Myra Binstock volunteered to help select.  HT will be in touch with her to get the selection process started.
